General Description

Students will produce collograph plates inspired by using gel medium, adhesive vinyl, pumice medium, and ball point pen impressions on Sintra. Students will print these plates as intaglio using an etching press. The prints should demonstrate a range of values and an understanding of how to use value to create rhythm.

Cognitive Goals:  (Bloom)
1. Understand element of value

1.1. Create a range of values in finished print by using different materials to create printmaking plate

2. Understand principle of rhythm

2.1. Use line, shape, and value to create rhythm in finished print

3. Understand difference between intaglio and relief printmaking

3.1. Create an intaglio print

3.2. Verbally distinguish between intaglio method and previous relief projects

Psycho/Motor Skill Goals (Simpson)

1. Practices good technical printmaking skills
1.1. Registers print squarely on paper

1.2. Leaves clean paper edges

2. Wipes plate properly

2.1. Wearing gloves, uses first tarlatan, then newsprint, to gradually remove ink from surface of plate 

2.2. Does not “overwipe” (remove too much ink)

3. Creates variety of textures on plate to hold ink

3.1. Uses pumice to create black

3.2. Uses gel medium to create paint-like brush strokes

3.3. Inscribes firmly with ball point pen to create thin black lines

3.4. Cuts and applies adhesive-backed vinyl to create white shapes with thin black outline

Vocabulary: defined



Value: An element of art that refers to the lightness or darkness of a color


Rhythm: A principle of art; using repetition to create movement


Intaglio: A family of printmaking techniques in which the image is incised into a surface




To print, ink is forced into these lines and then removed from only the surface of the plate



Tarlatan: A stiff cheesecloth used in wiping intaglio plates



Sintra: a foam-core plastic substrate used in sign making, also used in collograph printmaking

· 25 large (1”) cheap paintbrushes

TEACHING STRATEGIES
A. Motivation:  (Artistic, Intellectual, Imaginative, Kinesthetic) describe
Student will have the freedom to experiment with a range of different methods for creating value.

B.
Methodology/Procedures  (Hunter)

1. T introduces unit by comparing intaglio and relief printmaking

1.1. T displays examples of each, asks S what the biggest difference is

1.2. T explains biggest difference is value—relief produces exactly 2 values, whereas intaglio can produce a whole range

1.3. T provides S with value scales, asks S to compare value scale to T exemplar and identify which values are present on it

1.3.1. S identify values in T exemplar

2. T discusses rhythm

2.1. T shows PowerPoint presentation of images exemplifying rhythm
2.2. T leads S in guided discussion of rhythm

3. T introduces collograph procedure

3.1. T displays demo plate

3.2. T explains how the different textures hold ink
4. S sketch designs that show rhythm

4.1. T suggests they choose a simple shape and repeat it with rotation

4.2. T reminds S to indicate different values, not just lines

4.3. T reminds S that paper is a little bigger than collograph plate will be, so to plan accordingly

4.4. T distributes printer paper and pencils

4.5. S sketch rhythm designs
DAY TWO

5. S transfer designs to Sintra

5.1. S trace over designs using charcoal, then tape onto sintra on one side

5.2. S use pressure from side of hand to transfer charcoal onto Sintra

5.3. S trace over charcoal line with Sharpie

6. S create textures/values on collograph plate

6.1. S use pumice and brush to create black

6.2. S use gel medium and brush to create light gray with brushstrokes

6.3. S use vinyl to create white

6.4. S use ball point pen to create thin black lines

DAY THREE

7. T demos printing

7.1. T puts paper to soak in tray

7.1.1. T ensures paper is entirely underwater

7.1.2. T tells S that if more than one person will soak paper at once, still put sheets in one at a time to ensure water gets in between sheets

7.2. T puts on gloves

7.3. T covers work surface with newspaper, sets out tarlatan and newsprint for wiping

7.4. T opens akua intaglio ink, stirs ink from bottom to top

7.5. T applies ink to plate using card spreader, ensuring all surfaces and grooves are covered with ink
7.6. T removes excess ink with tarlatan until plate no longer feels sticky
7.7. T continues removing ink with hand-sized sheets of pre-torn newspaper until plate look just slightly darker than desired print value

7.7.1. T wipes with very light pressure from side of hand (not fingertips) using circular movements (so as to not leave streaks or fingerprints in ink)

7.8. T cleans up

7.8.1. T throws out newspaper covering table

7.8.2. T cleans plate according to directions on akua intaglio package (using soap directly on dry plate)

8. S complete plates as instructed by T
9. S print plates as demoed by T
10. If plate does not display full range of values, S cleans plate and reworks.

COMMENDATIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS FOR FUTURE LESSONS
· Teacher could encourage students to use found materials to create texture on plates
· Rhythm could be created as an abstraction from a reference image, such as was used in monoprinting lesson
· Lesson must overlap with another lesson plan because of the length of time necessary for all students to use press sequentially (no more than 7 students were able to print in one day)
· Teacher could designate advanced/gifted students to act as “master printers” or “press assistants” to assist with paper handling, etc. while others print.
